Goal:  We seek to develop in all students a Christian worldview that is  manifested 
through the development of servant leadership.  Servant  leadership shall be reinforced 
through modeling, instruction and  activities. 
 
Scriptural Purpose:  
“The greatest among you will be your servant.”  (Matthew 23:11)  
 
“Show me your faith without deeds, and I will show you my faith by what I do.”  (James 2:18b)
